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The Annual NFO Conference was held March 5-8 in
Durham, North Carolina. The attendees were
immersed in Appalachian culture including singing,
dancing, pottery and storytelling. It was a preview to
spring for many with temperatures in the 70s and the
dogwood trees in bloom. The venue was the Old
Murphey School, which is now a crafts center and
meeting place. We had a large room with a wooden
floor which was perfect for dancing. It was about 10
minutes from the conference hotel - Hilton Duke
University. Bobby, Julieta, Kelly, Rob McCullom, and
| attended from Florida.

The conference began Thursday evening with the
Welcome Reception. Dancing was programmed by
local dance groups and followed by dances picked
by NFO dance leaders. Sherry Cochran was the DJ
for the entire conference.

Friday morning began with the annual business
meeting with Greg Lund presiding. Rob McCullom
was the secretary. There were committee reports
and the budget to approve for 2026, with many
additional agenda items. The election resulted in the
following elected to the NFO Board: Pat Henderson,
Gigi Jensen, and Stacy Rose.

Lunch followed which was a delicious catered meal
(as were all lunches and dinners the rest of the
conference). Thank you to Taunya Lund and Alice
Thacher for organizing the wonderful food.

Friday afternoon started with Debby Szajnberg
reporting on the Folk Arts Grant she has received to
fund her project on global rhythm games. She
collected 23 rhythm games from 19 cultures. Next
was storyteller, Sheila Kay Adamsm accompanied by
Sarah Elizabeth Whitehead, also known as Songbird
by Sheila. Sheila is a ninth-generation storyteller and
ballad singer and told stories about people in North
Carolina. Sheila is the recipient of the nation’s
highest award in the arts, The National Endowment
for the Arts National Heritage Fellowship Award,
which recognizes folk and traditional artists for their
artistic excellence and efforts to conserve America's
culture for future generations. In 2016, Sheila
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received the North Carolina Heritage Award, the
state’s highest award for the arts.

The next presenter was another significant dance
and music practitioner - researcher and scholar on
Appalachian dance, Phil Jamison. He presented a
workshop on Appalachian flatfooting accompanied
by The Blue Star Travelers Band. Those participants
with leather soled shoes were easier to be heard
than those without. After dinner, we were entertained
by the Apple Chill Cloggers, again accompanied by
the Blue Star Travelers. That evening Phil called
more Appalachian dancing with the band, followed
by international dancing led by NFO dance leaders.

Saturday started with Balkan dancing with Erik
Bendix from the Asheville, NC area. The dance floor
was full, as a variety of Balkan dances and styles
were presented. This was followed by a video about
Pourparler from last fall with Mady Newfield adding
commentary. We then had the honor of hearing from
local pottery artist, Ben Owen lll, a third generation
potter. He has a pottery studio in Seagrove, about an
hour and a half from Durham. He presented on the
detailed process of his craft, from digging the clay
himself, to the final firing process. He brought some
of his beautiful pieces to sell. Coincidentally, last
year, we had William Dentzel Ill give a program on
carousels which has been in his family since his
grandfather, giving NFO members opportunities to
learn from artists who are carrying on living arts
traditions.

After lunch, Phil Jamison presented on the history of
Appalachian dance, a subject he has been
researching and practiced for many years. He
brought his book for sale - Hoedowns, Reels, and
Frolics: Roots and Branches of Southern
Appalachian Dance, which is also for sale online (see
Page 11). This was followed by Erik Bendix with
another dance workshop of Balkan dance minorities.

That evening featured the NFO Awards Banquet
Dinner. After a fabulous meal, the NFO Service
Award was presented to Sally Martin. The NFO
Preserving Our Heritage awards were presented to

Phil Jamison, Erik Bendix, and Andy Taylor, longtime
contributors to traditional dance. The awards
committee surprised Roo Lester, who was also
awarded the Heritage Award for her significant
contributions to the Scandinavian dance communities
in the US. Congratulations to Roo and the other
honorees! The evening party commenced with Erik
Bendix calling for Klezmer dancing with the Bandana
Klezmer Band. Then there was international dancing
led by NFO dance leaders.

Sunday started with a session on making Balkan
martenitsa, a bracelet or doll made out of red and
white yarn to be worn the month of March until one
sees signs of spring. It is an old tradition that signifies
health and strength. This was led by Daniela
Stoyanova and Svetia Nikalova. Then Erik Bendix led
a review session of his dances from his previous
sessions. After lunch we were given a lesson on
shape note singing from The Triangle Shape Note
Singers, a communal, acapella musical tradition
dating back to 19th century America. After a quick
lesson, we sang first the cords from reading the
shape of the note and then sang the song, many of
them being hymns. Then Andrew Walker, Kilby
Spencer, and Kelley Breiding presented a session on
Appalachian music culture. In this session, they

described how music evolved in Appalachia. They
showed the difference between old time music and
bluegrass music styles. As an alternate afternoon
activity, conferees could join a fiddle workshop that
Andrew Walker led. Simultaneously, Sheila Kay
Adams and Sarah Elizabeth Whitehead presented
more storytelling and ballad singing

After dinner, the evening program began with a mini
concert of two tunes from the afternoon fiddler’s
workshop, with at least 10 musicians playing. That
was followed by more Appalachian dance calling by
Phil Jamison with the music provided by Andrew,
Kirby, and Kelly. More music groups included
Bulgarian Gaida music for dancing, followed by
Scandimonium for Scandinavian and Nordic dancing,
and then ending the evening with international
dancing led by NFO dance leaders.

Monday morning ended the conference with a
postmortem meeting including plans for next year’s
conference in the Twin Cities. The 2027 conference
will be in conjunction with International Festival of
Minnesota — iFest-MN (NFO was last there in 2011).
The conference will take place April 7-10, 2027. Mark
your calendars now!

Only 100 years ago, most people on the planet lived outside of a money economy. They did not have jobs, clocks,
mass communications, representative government, science, transport systems, or public education. They did have
taxes, usually in the form of produce, but they seldom knew where the proceeds went, even more seldom did any
benefit return to them.

The people of Southeast Europe and the Middle East were no exception. They spent most of their time trying to make
enough food, clothing and shelter to get them through the coming winter, and raising enough children to keep the
family going for another generation. They dreamed of a better life, but had no expectation of it. Almost everything they
needed, they made themselves, including entertainment.

Society was organized along family lines. An extended family of up to 4 generations lived under the same roof, with
the oldest male usually, but not always, being the leader. Everyone, including children, was expected contribute to the
welfare of the family as a whole. Each had their assigned role — there was little choice, nor was there agonizing over a
career path. Men and women ate and slept under the same roof, but most of the time worked separately.

The men worked outside the house plowing, herding and butchering livestock, cutting lumber & firewood, making and
maintaining tools, building shelters, hunting or fending off livestock predators, traveling to town to buy, sell or barter
supplies, or traveling to participate in work bees or temporary employment.

Women bore, nursed and raised children and did whatever they could while keeping children safely nearby. They
raised and tended gardens, fields, and poultry, spun thread, wove fabrics, made and embellished clothes, washed
clothes, cleaned the house and courtyard, preserved food, ground flour, prepared meals, gathered kindling, helped
with the planting and harvest, and attended work bees with other women.

Entertainment was often something you did to pass the time while working. For men it was making and learning to
play a musical instrument while minding a flock, or while walking to a town, forest, or field. The most common
instruments were drums. Wooden flutes and shawms were simple to make, and sometimes to play. A step up in
sophistication was a bagpipe — a goatskin bag with a hole to blow it up, and a hole with reeds and pipes attached to
play notes. More sophisticated yet were bowed or plucked string instruments. As each made their own instrument,

little thought was given as to whether his notes were in the same pitch as someone else’s instrument, so usually a
“pand” could only consist of a drum and something else.

For women, whose hands were always busy (they spun thread while walking and carrying a baby), entertainment took
the form of singing. Women sang while doing most tasks, and sang while working together. Their repertoire was vast —
a woman might know a hundred songs, each with many verses. Songs would tell of family legends, of tragedies, funny
events, secret loves, morality tales, family tensions, magic potions, unjust deeds, separation from a lover, heroic
deeds, martyrs, suffering in a foreign land, encounters with fairies, devils, and other supernatural beings, etc. Each
woman had a different repertoire, learned from her relatives or friends.

Once a week the people would gather to attend a church service. After church they would assemble at a nearby open
space and pool their talents to create an afternoon social, which included food, exchange of gossip, bartering, and
especially dance. A musician would know some tunes, and everyone would dance to those tunes. A woman would
sing a song all could dance to. Women could sing & dance at the same time. A Romani band might show up to play
for tips.

The village and its surrounding family units had a collective repertoire of 20 or more dances. Most were of a ‘generic’
type, similar to our waltz, swing, salsa. A particular rhythm and tempo was needed to execute a dance (like a waltz
requires % time, medium tempo). Each musician had their own collection of tunes or songs, and these were set to
specific dance formulas. The people listened to a rhythm & tempo, recognized it as, say a pajdusko, and started
dancing a basic pajdusko, with maybe some fancy variations to spice it up.

There were many other occasions throughout the year that featured dancing — See Special Occasions under Culture.
Dancing was usually something to do as part of a larger event. One danced at a wedding as a way of being in unison
with the group while hearing special songs, of witnessing the goings on, of getting some exercise after sitting, of
joining two families who may not know each other well. In other words the footwork was often incidental to the greater
purposes of the event.

World War |l devastated most of southeast Europe and the Middle East, including the rural way of life. Many countries
came under the control of Communist governments, who sent rural people to work in factories; remaining country
people were reorganized into industrial-scale collective farmers. Recognizing its propaganda value, governments
began taking control of folk culture by organizing professional touring folk dance performance groups, schools to train
performers and musicians, academic departments to study folk culture, and then setting standards of performance,
determining which dances fit into the government’s idea of the image it wanted to project to the world.

After the fall of Communism, people associated folk dancing with other failed government policies, and seized upon
Western dance styles to imitate. Now that Capitalism has not been the success the people hoped for, people are
reviving interest in their folk traditions.

Meanwhile, over the centuries, people left their native lands, emigrating to Western Europe, North & South America,
Australia, etc, setting up immigrant communities that held on to their traditions. In some cases, such as the Jews,
Armenians, & Assyrians, the expat communities are more numerous and have more financial clout than their
homeland.

So today, few cultures represented by “folk” dances are living the “folk” lifestyle. Yet for millions, folk dance is
cherished as a way of affirming oneself in a dehumanizing world, and as a source of community pride. Dancing your
culture’s dances is showing the world the essence of your heritage, like speaking in your native tongue, only with your
body as well as your mind.
